Martha (Marty) J. Van Atta, died Tues-
day, February 26, 2008, at her home in 
Warminster. The cause of death was not 
determined.  

She had been a longtime member and 
active volunteer with the Historic Food-
ways Society of the Delaware Valley 
(serving as the Newsletter Editor, Pro-
gram Chairperson and as a member of 
the Board of Directors), The Friends of 
Graeme Park (serving as Membership 
Chairperson and as member of the Board 
of Directors), The Friends of Hope 
Lodge, the Bucks County Historical So-
ciety, and needlework and embroiderers’ 
guilds. She volunteered at several his-
toric sites in the area, demonstrating co-
lonial-era hearth cooking, needlework, 
and weaving skills.  

The Fall 2004 issue of Pennsylvania 
Heritage magazine featured photographs 
of Marty cooking at Graeme Park on its 

cover. The Pennsylvania Trail of History 
Cookbook had photographs of her as a fron-
tispiece, along with a recipe for Scotch eggs 
that she had submitted, in keeping with the 
Scottish heritage of the noteworthy 18th-
century residents of Graeme Park.  

Marty was a career journalist. She wrote for 
the North Penn Reporter, and later started her 
own business, known as Bucks County News 
Service, located in Doylestown. She wrote 
articles primarily dealing with court cases 
and offered them to local newspapers. She 
eventually sold her business and was hired as 
a press secretary for former U.S. Congress-
man Coyne. Later she was employed by the 
Daily Intelligencer.  

Marty's other passions were books and her 
cats.  

She was the wife of the late Burr Van Atta. 
She is survived by a son, Burr Page Van 
Atta, and his wife, Susan Moxey Van Atta, of 
Doylestown, and a grandson, Warren Coplin 
Van Atta. She was a resident of Warminster 

for the past 48 years and is buried in 
Neshaminy Cemetery in Hartsville. She  
was 78.
